8. Storage facilities and users requirements

Having declared an interest in this matter Councillor Mrs Ann Iddon left the meeting whilst it was discussed.

 

Debate took place around a set of photographs taken of each of the storage areas in the Centre. Councillor Alan Smith highlighted the situation of the passageway area, which he felt was contravening good health and safety practice and was a danger to anyone who was using it. All those present felt that this required urgent attention to rectify the situation.

 

It was resolved that, in respect of general storage :-

· Alan Smith would, this weekend, clear the garage of any unwanted items and create as much additional storage as possible. He would also remove the Parish Council’s filling cabinet from the passageway area. 

 

· The Finance Officer would obtain an estimate to remove the wall between the Referees room and the adjoining room to make a larger storage area and that the matter be included in the consideration of next years budget. 

 

The meeting was adjourned at this point to allow the members to visit the Radley Suite and the Passageway storage area.

 

The meeting was opened again and debate took place regarding the use of the Radley Suite and storage of Nursery equipment. 

 

Councilor Alan Smith stated that the Parish Council could not provide unlimited storage for Centre users, and that as the Nursery were already occupying approx 50% they would need to adapt to what is available. He felt it was important that at the end of each session they should completely clear the room for the use of other users/ enable the Manager to promote it’s use.

 

Councillor Mrs Pam Barrow was deeply concerned that members were not taking account of the longstanding use of the Centre by the nursery and it’s importance to the Community, she therefore felt that they were being unreasonable in their approach.

 

Councillor John Gordon moved the following recommendations:-

That,

 

· The Nursery ensures that the Radley Suite is completely cleared at the end of each and every session 

· Storage of nursery equipment should be restricted to; the passageway area, the garage and the outside play area at the rear of the room. 

· All nursery equipment should be removed from the loft area in order for this space to be restricted for the storage of Parish Council records and Leisure Centre equipment. 

· The Nursery arranges to clear the passageway of it’s contents and that new shelving be erected that is fixed to the walls and is capable of carrying stored items in a safe manner and with full compliance to Health and Safety legislation. 

· These matters be completed by the 14th December 2010, in order that the Leisure Centre Strategy Committee can verify completion. 

 

The recommendations were seconded by Councillor Mrs D Hughes and resolved accordingly.
