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It is so pleasing, to yet again, be able to report a successful year in the life of Winwick Parish Council. 

 

In 2009 the Council had a difficult decision as to whether it should support a request from United Utilities to excavate a large area at the bottom of the recreation ground to provide a flood relief tank. Whilst a number of residents living close to the scheme objected, the Parish Council felt that the benefit to the wider community would be best served by agreeing to the plan.

 

This agreement, enabled us to negotiate a compensation package with United Utilities and to build a new, toddlers play area. The play area, designed for the under 6 ‘s is proving extremely popular with local mothers and their young children.

 

We continue to invest in the facilities at the Leisure Centre and are awaiting the return of tenders for the division and refurbishment of the Activities Hall. This will give us two rooms, of a high quality, to hire and meet the increasing demands for rooms at the Centre.

 

We have a new Finance Officer, Tony Craddock, who joined us last summer following the retirement of Chris Haggett. I am delighted to say that Tony has continued in Chris’s footsteps in providing first class accounting skills and common sense advice. 

 

Our successes can only be achieved through “Team effort” and I would take this opportunity to thank my fellow Councillors for their support and effort, together with the Leisure Centre Manager and her staff and our Parish Clerk and Finance Officer.
